Countyfor 2000 and 2013TheHispanic or Latino population increased from 5.7 percent to 13.0 percent, an
increase of approximately 128 perceiheBlack or AfricamAmerican population increased from 2.1

percent to 5.3 percent, an increase of roughly 152 percent.
